1. Meaning—“Why?” is the most important question.  The Christian answer to “Why?” gives purpose for all life.

2. Coherence—Making sense of reality—all inclusive of what is seen and unseen—arises out of an understanding of beginnings and ends.  Christian teaching unifies the entirety of life. 

3. Permanence—The eternal plan of God sustains the durability of creation and gives reason for the completion of His telos—the reason and objective of life.

4. Heritage—The Creator’s good gifts to humanity include both the rights and responsibilities of possessions.  Christians commit themselves to being caretakers of everything given in this life.

5. Memory—The Christian community is responsible to teach the next generation to remember God’s work throughout life.
